CHAPTER ONE

THE WORLD MARSHALL PLAN:

 HOW IT WORKS AND IS   

FINANCED

A SUPPLEMENTARY INCOME FOR EACH WOMAN, MAN AND CHILD

A Marshall Plan, carefully targeting the individual development of all people, could result in an immediate improvement in the world economy, a steady regeneration of the environment and an increased caring for our common home, Planet Earth.

If every man, woman and child were given $250 every year to 

be spent exclusively on his or her wholesome development, people would do this in quite different ways.  The economically poor might concentrate on food production, or pool resources to buy a village water pump, while those whose physical needs are met could focus on art, travel or personal development classes.  All would be encouraged to consider such questions as:  What is health, what adds depth and meaning to life and how can an individual develop personally without harming others or the environment?  

A supplementary income for each individual person would not only affect every person's life, it would also change the world economy unrecognizably.  

To that section of the world where many earn as little as $400 a year, a $250 increase in income would constitute a fortune. Individuals could spend it on educational and other resources for soil regeneration and food production, or to start a small business. Communities could pool a part of their resources to buy a waterpump, install a sewage system or build a school.   The extra income would help to catapult many within a few years into becoming contributors and consumers in a regenerated world economy.  

To those to whom $250 is a percentage only of their weekly income, this bonus provides serious food for thought and would at the very least result in a worldwide consciousness raising campaign which would gain momentum, as every year again each individual would be asked to order goods and/or services for wholesome development. In wealthier communities, individuals could spend their income on culture, education, art,  personal and spiritual development, or travel -- services which would not deplete non-renewable resources but which would expand individual 11

horizons and could enhance the quality of interpersonal and even international communication.

There would be a significant boost to the world economy for those goods and services that benefit the development of people, communities and the planet without harming any individual or the environment. 

Half  would be roughly spent on goods and half for non-material resources, like education. As peoples' physical living conditions improved, there would be more requests for educational, cultural and spiritual services, thus allowing the world economy to expand indefinitely without affecting the health of the planet.  

Firms, seeing a decreasing demand for goods and services that deplete non-renewable resources or which are harmful, would be encouraged in a non-violent way to direct their research and development to the production of goods and services for this health generating market.  Arms industries would, for example, be able to convert without any lay-offs.  The transition would produce neither unemployment nor bankruptcies. 

As production of corporations focussed increasingly on goods and services that promote health and sustainable development, their advertising would reinforce this trend.  This, in turn would reinforce healthy attitudes and a predisposition among people worldwide to judge goods and services by their positive impact on human beings, on the economy and on the planetary environment. Thus business and peoples attitudes would work together to promote individual satisfaction, and  caring and sustainable development worldwide in an upward moving spiral. 

WHAT IS REQUIRED?

This World Marshall Plan provides a supplementary income for all people in every nation.  It will take about 10 years to build the necessary infrastructure.

The infrastructure will consist of:

1. a worldwide computer network; connected to 

2. a U.N. Bank which works exclusively with money transfers, rather than actual currency and is built on the model of the Dutch PTT Giro System; with

3. accounts for every man, woman and child in the world; and

4. two U.N. development experts for every one thousand people, each with access to this fully computerized banking system both for informational and data entry purposes.

WHERE WOULD THE INCOME FOR ALL PEOPLE COME FROM?

In the past, countries created currency, equivalent to the amount of gold they had.

Today, countries create currency, according to the combined value of their marketable goods and services.

At regular intervals, national or federal banks, all over the world decide at the national level how much the combined goods and services in that country are worth. On the basis of this the value of that country's currency is determined.  

Ideally, a country's currency is a measurement of the value of its combined goods and services. The amount of money a person has, symbolizes how much of these s/he can use to barter for other goods and services.  Money is therefore a means of exchanging goods and services.

It has been estimated that an extra 7% (1)  increase in world money could be generated by the end of next year worldwide, if the untapped potential were to be tapped, by, for instance,  providing the un- and under employed with well-paying work, expanding markets and doing away with abuses of money. If  calculated in a new world currency which we could call U.N. Dollars, this increase can become the source of the money (or, to be precise, purchasing power) to be divided between all people. After payment of the costs of the infrastructure, each person's share of the remainder would  amount to $250 per person per year. 

Each person would thus be given a share of this future wealth of the world as a whole to use for his or her own wholesome development. Thus the currency would be created for a Supplementary Economy for individual and world economic development.

The U.N. Supplementary Economy has two characteristics, not shared with any economy elsewhere in the world and which are made possible by modern computer technology and census taking infrastructures being developed with the support of the U.N.:

1. It would be known from the outset, each year, exactly what is needed and what can be supplied through the U.N. Economy, and 

2. Every human being in the world would have an account and all accounts would be linked through a network of computers, that would connect all countries. With help of the U.N., 155 countries already have the computer technology and other infra structure to enable them to take population censuses.

Modern computer technology has produced a breakthrough in economic relations.  It enables the U.N. (or any coordinating body one might care to choose) to create capital which is covered from the outset by guaranteed sales through the Supplementary Economy of the World Marshall Plan for the purposes of the development of people worldwide.

To ensure that people use the money for constructive purposes, no one would receive cash, but instead credit on a "giro" account, which works with automatic bank transactions and can be used only to purchase "life enhancing" goods and services. 

AN ELECTRONIC MAIL ORDER ECONOMY

This is how the system would work.  

Every year, a census in taken in every country to establish which wholesome, life enhancing goods and\or services every person wishes to order for the year. In the Technical and Evaluation Division of the U.N. Population Fund, it was suggested that countries could agree to attach a questionnaire to the ongoing census programme of each country which could be tabulated separately.  This would be particularly useful while the infrastructure for the Marshall Plan is being put into place. 

Each person may order the equivalent of U.S. $250 worth of goods and services for her or his personal development.  These may on no condition be harmful to anyone or the planet.  The credit of those not wishing to participateis cancelled.

These "orders" are entered on a computer banking system, with links to similar set-ups in all countries.  Existing commercial banks are connected to this system both for the benefit of the consumers and of the producers. People who can supply the life enhancing goods and services requested also make this known to development workers.  Once supply and demand are exactly matched, marketable goods and services have come into being and the currency can be created. Individuals' accounts which would at that moment have an actual credit each of $250 would then be credited or debited respectively, depending on what they have "bought" or "sold". The next year the process would be repeated.

ADMINISTRATION OF THE PLAN

This process could be administered by any organization.  Since the United Nations is the closest we have to a universal organization, it is suggested that the plan be administered by the United Nations or one of its Agencies (for example an expanded IFAD). In this way the U.N. acts as a global intermediary between producer and consumer, performing the task of a worldwide social and cultural agency to which all people worldwide are connected. This  U.N. service is both suprapolitical and supranational, and is run according to rules and regulations which are like those governing the international traffic and postal systems: they serve everyone and harm no-one and enable people, businesses and governments to perform their functions with greater efficiency and yet without external interference. 

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE CURRENCY

The neutral currency -- let us call it the U.N. dollar -- can only be used in automatic bank transactions, not as cash (it is therefore, strictly speaking, purchasing power rather than money), and is used exclusively for development purposes.  This would result in effective development, because people would be allowed to determine their own most pressing needs, or to pool their U.N. Income for the development of their community (to buy a generator which runs on solar energy or to install a sewage system, for instance). This facet of the Plan consists of development from the grass roots upwards. 

U.N. dollars are issued by the coordinating agency, i.e. the global U.N. bank (or that of one of the U.N. Specialized Agencies).  The currency will be inflation proof because of the exacting way in which the surplus is produced by the Supplementary U.N. Economy.  Money is, after all, an agreement, a medium enabling producers and consumers to barter.  

Existing banks will be paid to make U.N. funds available to producers interest-free.  Within the Supplementary U.N. Economy there can be no fraud using U.N. dollars.  There is no speculation, interest, or possibility of inflation, when the initial direct link between production and consumption is made. The whole system is moreover monitored by the census takers (which can be referred to as development workers) and all individual people.

The goods and services provided by the U.N. will be sent to all consumers under the combined supervision of each individual person and that of the two U.N. development workers in their areas. They may be received after showing appropriate identification. In this way everyone will be able to protect their own interest, while no-one will be able to exploit anyone else.

PRECEDENTS FOR THE CREATION OF CURRENCY

Creation Of Currency At The National Level

Creation Of Currency

Since the abolishment of the gold standard, Central Banks have created currency, according to the value of goods and services that people within that country seem certain be able to sell.  

Creation Of Currency In Anticipation Of The Future Sale Of Goods And Services

Money is created in anticipation of goods and services a borrower at a bank alleges to be able to sell in the future. If there seems a high degree of certainty that the borrower's assessment is correct, i.e. that the sale will take place for the anticipated amount, currency can be created by that country's Central Bank in anticipation of the sale. The U.N. Dollar is  created against the goods and services that will be sold later that same year.

Creating currency, backed by future sales of goods and services can be subject to error, since the exact amount of sales  may not actually take place (goods and services may, in fact, be sold for more or less than assessed).  If errors are made, the amount of money in circulation in a country has later to be readjusted to prevent inflation or deflation.

The U.N. Dollar is not subject to miscalculation, since currency is ONLY produced for those goods and services which have actually been ordered and can definitely be produced. Since the Supplementary Income in U.N. Dollars is not available as money, only as a credit,  U.N. Dollars can not be lost or spent. They are strictly used as credit within the confines of the system.

Any Supplementary Income credit not spent in the space of a year elapses: people can not accumulate U.N. Dollars. 

For these reasons the U.N. Dollar is a hard currency, more stable than that of today's hard currencies, as we shall see below.

Precedents Of International Currency

After the Second World War, two proposals were put forward for a new global fiscal system: one by the U.S.A. and one by the U.K.  The U.K. proposed an international currency.  Eventually, the U.S.A.'s proposal was adopted, not the British one.

Now, almost 50 years later, the European Economic Community is in the process of creating an international currency, the Economic Community Unit or ECU, for use within the Economic Community (EC).

On July 28, 1969, the International Monetary Fund (IMF) officially created an international currency, called "Special Drawing Rights", formed from contributions from Member States, to be administered by a new facility within the International Monetary Fund (IMF).

Here is a brief description, as given in the Annual Report of 1968.

"Only members of the Fund can become participants in the facility.  Allocations of special drawing rights will be made to individual participants in proportion to their quotas in the Fund.  Decision to allocate will normally be made for a five-year period ahead, with allocations being made at yearly intervals.  A participant may, however, elect not to receive allocations made under a decision if it did not vote in favor of that decision.

Countries will be able to use the special drawing rights unconditionally whenever they have a balance of payments or reserve need to do so. Correspondingly, participants will be obliged, whenever designated to do so, to accept special drawing rights and in exchange to provide currency convertible in fact, a term which is defined in the Proposed Amendment.  A participant will normally be designated for this purpose only when its balance of payments and gross reserve position is sufficiently strong.  The magnitude of the obligation to accept is determined by the total amount of special drawing rights allocated to the participant less any part thereof that has been canceled.  This amount is termed the net cumulative allocation, and the participant's obligation to accept special drawing rights from other participants extends to the point where its holdings of special drawing rights equal the amount received as its net cumulative allocation, plus twice this amount.  As a result of these provisions participants will be able to use the new special drawing rights in much the same manner as they use their holdings of traditional reserves."

Special drawing rights are, thus conceived to be similar to other currencies, except that they are an international currency.

Since the IMF receives new funds each year to back that years activity, special drawing rights or SDRs can be backed by anticipated FUTURE income.  The U.N. Dollar is similar to SDRs both as an INTERNATIONAL currency and because of the quality that it is currency, created in anticipation of future backing.

It differs from SDRs, because it is backed by actual marketable goods and services and not, as is the case with SDRs, by currency, which is a SYMBOL for marketable goods and services and thus subject to a greater margin of error.

The U.N. Dollar would be used not only by governments and by people everywhere, whereas SDRs, although planned also for wider use has been used  by governments.

Problems Encountered By SDRs

SDRs are created by agreement. Instead of having the U.S. Dollar be the standard, the interest rates paid on SDRs are the average of the interest rates paid by major countries. It is thus more stable than other currencies.  There was a time when the idea was to move toward making SDRs the standard for the international currency.

The SDRs were produced until the early 1980s.  Every year they are an item on the IMF agenda, yet there is no longer a consensus to create a new issue of SDRs.

Two problems frustrate their further use:

1. Countries' fear that their currency will lose seniority.

Countries with major currencies, like the U.S. Dollar, the French Franc, the German Deutsch Mark, the British Pound Sterling and the Japanese Yen, have a certain amount of leeway of error when they create their currency, because other countries are eager to have their currencies. They are considered a measurement for other currencies and to hold their value, whether in actual fact they do or not. These currencies  are said to have seniority over other currencies.  

To accept these five currencies as the measurement is just an agreement, which can survive as long as the countries providing them do not err too largely in estimating their value. Consequently, when one is travelling and one runs out of the specific currency, even merchants will occasionally  accept dollars, D. Marks, French Franc, etc. in payment.  

It is extremely useful for a country's currency to have seniority over other currencies, since it guarantees its acceptance and allows the government to have a margin of error in calculating its marketable goods and services.  They are understandably reluctant to give up seniority.

Since SDRs, which produce interest according to the average of the five major currencies are more stable than any single one of them, they would eventually get seniority.  So the five countries concerned have been reluctant to agree to new issues of SDRs.

U.N. Dollars, unlike SDRs,  would not be in competition to the major currencies because the U.N. Dollar is a credit and can only be used in the Supplementary Economy.  The major currencies' position within the traditional economy would remain undisputed.  In this way, the U.N.. Dollar would not encounter the same opposition, encountered currently by the SDRs.

2. When SDRs were created, developing countries moved to have the use of the SDR-share apportioned to the "developed" countries.  The latter have not agreed. Therefor there has been a disagreement between these two groups, which has also frustrated the generation of SDRs.

This problem would also not exist in the Supplementary Economy.  Here each person, rich or poor, receives an equal supplementary income and can contribute as he or she sees fit: one may receive the supplementary income, but does not have to; one may earn an income as a producer, if one can provide goods and/or services that others wish to purchase, but one does not have to. Those contributing goods and services to the system are paid.  No one receives at the expense of any other person.  

Unlike the SDRs, no one group of people or countries give up part of their wealth to benefit  others.  There are no losers.  The U.N. Supplementary Economy has been created as a win/win/win system whereby all benefit (including the environment).  Its implementation is therefore unlikely to meet with the same opposition as that encountered by SDRs.

OTHER FINANCIAL FACTORS 

Allotment Of Currency, Generated By The Supplementary Economy

It is important to stress once more that the world economy is in constant flux.  Economic projections made in one quarter are frequently proved invalid just three months later. THE FIGURES ON WHICH OUR CALCULATIONS ARE BASED ARE THEREFORE A MEANS TO ILLUSTRATE THE THINKING THAT LED TO THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE SUPPLEMENTARY ECONOMY. WHEN THE PLAN IS ON THE VERGE OF IMPLEMENTATION,  CALCULATIONS WILL HAVE TO BE DONE AFRESH.

In 1989, humanity's total output, according to the Dutch Central Bank was U.S. $23 billion (using U.N. terminology. In U.S. terminology it would be $23,000 billion).  If we add to this 7% for extra production for the U.N. Supplementary Economy (see footnote on page 21), this figure would rise by $1.5 billion per annum.  If we were to provide 5000 million people with $250 each, this would come to a total of  $1.25 billion, leaving $250 thousand million to be used as follows:

Keeping Forces

Although the above figures will become more specific as the Supplementary Economy is implemented, they show us that, in principle,  beside the financing of the Plan, currency is also available for debt repayment and peace keeping. It is possible to come to a true breakthrough in the world economic situation. This Supplementary Economy can be an answer to countries' right to development, as agreed by Governments at the 47th session of the U.N.'s General Assembly. 

The U.N., as administrating agency,  must be seen as a worldwide purchaser, which pays the cost, including a salary and a profit (to be negotiated later), to every provider of goods or services. Calculations will be made public for all to see.

The price of goods and services will contain the following elements:

1. The cost, salary and reasonable profit for the provider PLUS tax payments to national governments on the amount of salary paid by the U.N. -- see below.

2. The cost of building and running the new infrastructure.

3. A profit margin for the U.N., which will constitute the growth of the U.N. Supplementary Economy and be passed on to the consumer each year.  

In 15 to 25 years the $250 each person would have received in the first year would have become, $3500 per year.  At this point, humanity as a whole will receive half of its income from the old world economies and half from the new U.N. Supplementary Economy.

The above calculations are parallel to those used in business, whereby the U.N. would function as the intermediary. The principle of making a healthy profit guarantees a strong economic foundation for the Supplementary Economy. This will enable it to permanently carry out its worldwide development objectives, by supplying each person annually with funds for development.

Supplementary Economy Takes Over Tax Payments of Development Workers To National Governments.

In a rich country like the Netherlands, the average citizen pays about 65% of his or her gross income to social services in the form of a direct or  indirect taxation.  It would take 50% of the Supplementary U.N. Income to provide the goods and services for all people.  The U.N. would assume the tax burden within its own circuit from national governments by adding it to the initial prices of goods and services, thereby circumventing the need to raise taxes afterwards.  In each $250 for goods and services $125 would then consist of indirect taxes, raised before purchasing begins.  There would be no direct taxes, as are found in existing economies.  

If we approximate the average gross price of goods and services in the old and the new circuits, then we see the following picture emerge for the same amount in purchasing power:

In the old economies:
$250 gross income, from which later 




is deducted $125 for taxes. This 





leaves a purchasing power of $125.

In the U.N. Economy

$250 gross income in which $125 is 




calculated into the price for taxes 




from the
beginning.  Here, too, 





$125 remains in purchasing power.

How Profits Are Subdivided Between All People.

From the above it is clear that the U.N. provides each person with a net value of $125 (which is $250 gross). Or rather, the U.N. gives people its profits by providing them with goods and services, which have been ordered previously by consent, for a value of $250 gross per person per year.  

How does the U.N. get the $125 profit, which it gives to every person as his or her share in the collective increase in prosperity and well-being?

-- It does not aim at a profit for itself and therefore does not require reserves. The surplus, which is known at the outset, goes to all people.

-- The U.N. is the only broker, therefore the costs of other intermediary trade disappears.

-- The U.N. is the world's largest purchaser, it is therefore able to obtain lower average prices.

-- Because all producers and those that deliver to them are given capital free of interest, deliveries to the U.N. and the purchasing prices of the U.N. become significantly lower than is now the case.  The cost can be reduced by as much as 30%.  In the existing economy, the consumer not only pays the interest which a particular producer in a company has to pay the bank, but the interest on all the loans of all those providing goods and services to that company.

-- It has no surpluses or bankruptcies and saves significantly on transport and advertising.

-- There are no interest payments, speculation on stock market losses; no unemployment benefits or expensive subsidies have to be paid. 

-- Armaments have become superfluous, and environmental damage, which otherwise would have to be restored,  can be avoided; a durable economy creates durable products.

-- There is no expensive tax and customs infrastructure, nor protectionism.

-- This World Marshall Plan requires a small staff. There would be two U.N. development workers per thousand citizens, for instance.   If we compare this to the number of social workers in some countries: in Japan there are 31, in Sweden 166 per thousand.

CONVERSION OF U.N. DOLLARS INTO NATIONAL CURRENCIES:

inflation and deflation

All citizens of the world receive an equal amount in U.N. dollars in purchasing power which is spent exclusively within the U.N. bank, so that monitoring becomes both very easy and public for all interested parties. "Leaks" become impossible, because there is no circulation of actual money.

Because there is simultaneous knowledge of both supply and demand and the balances of all people are directly linked to the interest-free prepayment to all producers, there is a breakthrough in economic relations: the U.N. can create the maximum amount of hard capital possible at that point in time, fully covered from the outset by the extra production, ordered by citizens worldwide through the U.N. 

Beside this first closed circuit, a second will come into being in the old economy, because all salaries, received from the Supplementary Economy. (by development workers and suppliers\contractors\employees) which have been received in U.N. dollars can not be spent outside of the Supplementary Economy unless they have been exchanged for a country's national currency.

In order to pay salaries in national currencies, the U.N. bank, as coordinator,  will have to buy the required amount of national money from each state, thus providing each country with an equivalent balance in U.N. dollars.  U.N. dollars in the form of giro transfers which are free from inflation, are thus received in exchange for money that is subject to inflation and so the U.N. currency will begin to play the role played by gold reserves. 

Nations will however be required to spend the U.N. dollars within the parameters set out by the U.N. Bank: in the poor countries, to create a stronger infrastructure; and in the rich countries for debt payment. Debts of poor countries are, as was mentioned above, paid from the Supplementary Economy's general funds.

The dangers of a too great increase in purchasing power in the national economies -- or inflation -- are not as great as may be expected, if we remember that almost all those who will be spending a salary of U.N. Dollars in the national economy also have a previous income from the old economy and that the extra purchasing power consists only of their additional income.  If this would be 10%, then only that 10% would become a burden on the national purchasing power, because 90% has already been paid by the U.N.   The increase in purchasing power with accompanying danger of inflation would only equal 0.08% of the GNP in the Netherlands, for example.

If, because of this, unexpected inflation were to occur in a national economy, then it can be compensated by the reserve fund of $25,000 million, mentioned above. In all calculations we are assuming that the U.N. dollar has the same value as the U.S. dollar.  Once the U.N. dollar has been introduced,  however, it would have to be determined on the basis of the average value of all national currencies.

It Would Be Impossible to Achieve the Same through World 

Taxes 

Organizationally, it would be very complicated and financially impossible to levy any form of world taxes in order to generate income for a worldwide development income for all people to be administered by the U.N. ÿNobel prize winner, Jan Tinbergen, calculated that the U.S.A. would have to provide 2/3 and the EC one-half of their means if every citizen in the world were to receive a reasonable income. He quite rightly considers this impossible.  Rich countries would collapse through a lack of funds, money would become too expensive, and the poor countries would only be helped in an ad hoc fashion.  Soon there would be a lack of purchasing power.

Great advantages for existing economies

Because the U.N Supplementary Economy creates a constant upward pressure on existing economies, there are many advantages.  After all, the same producers deliver to both economies.  

Because of their extra income from the new economic circuit and the higher demands in terms of quality and environmental friendliness, producers will be able to manufacture better quality products in the original economies.  There is, as it were, a wholesome interaction between all private businesses and those activities performed for the Supplementary Economy. This produces profit, spent differently in each economic circuit. 

In this way both economic systems can be transformed, enabling the development of body and mind of the individual citizen. The Supplementary Economy constitutes a synthesis between market and planned economic approaches  and the resulting balance benefits all people in every aspect of their existence. Every consumer is encouraged to function as both a national and a world citizen through the use of his or her supplementary income. As world citizen, he or she is directly connected to the U.N., as administrating agency (i.e. humanity).  No national government or organization can take away these human rights and at the same time the increased individual well-being provides the stability which governments require to carry out their mandate.

We would be able to refer to the Supplementary Income as the much-needed Human Rights Economy, or a psychological and spiritual economy in which the development of body, mind and spirit are in balance. In this way, we can respond for the first time in history to our spiritual and political calling to produce a more loving and more reasonable world community, in which every individual can be a full-fledged partner in all situations.

Additional Characteristics of the Supplementary Economy

Decisions Regarding Which Goods and Services May Be Offered Through The Supplementary Economy Are Made By All People In Small Community Meetings.  There are numerous precedents for this.  Decisions will be made by consent, that is, people would have to agree on which products and services do not harm other people or the environment. This aspect will be discussed in detail in Chapter Three under Infrastructures.

It Does Not Affect The Sovereignty Of Any Nation

Instead it enables each person to choose ways of contributing to the regeneration of their own economic and social environment in ways that may only benefit other people and the nation as a whole.

It Finances Itself And Does Not Cost Any Nation Anything. 

On the contrary every individual, every business and consequently every country benefits.

No Interest Payments or Inflation, No Speculation.  Less Likelihood of Fraud.

There is a direct link between production and consumption and  no interest payments.  There is therefore no inflation and can be no speculation. The rules of this Marshall Plan are monitored by the U.N. development workers and by all individual people who so wish (see below), there is less likelihood that there would be fraud using U.N dollars, than there is in today's less transparent economies.

Decrease In Pollution, Safeguarding Non-Renewable Resources

Production will be pollution-free and selective, and based on the prior consent of all people (see Chapter 3).  There would be one type of goods and services for those who are physically poor and other types for those who are financially well off and would benefit from mental or spiritual enrichment and the full range between these two extremes. Those receiving material goods are subject to regulation, because pollution and the depletion of natural resources must come to an end. 

Less Unemployment

Unemployment will decrease drastically, as the supplementary economy expands and provides increased opportunities for new producers.  As standards of living rise, the focus of the economy will shift from material goods (which often deplete the earth's resources) to services which refine personal and spiritual education, interpersonal and community relationships, and artistic and cultural expression. It will result in a constructive shift in the relationship between people and their planet.

Decisions By Consent

All decisions ranging from those made by individuals at the grass roots to those made within the governing body of the Administrating Agency will be made by consent, so that all can defend and promote their own interests and those of humankind as a whole. This process will be discussed at length in Chapter Three which focuses on Infrastructures.  

Positive Effects On The Individual And The World Economy

At the U.N. one sees how relatively small amounts of well directed money can make a dramatic difference to the quality of life of individuals and whole communities.  Within a few years, a large percentage of the at present less productive part of humanity would contribute to the world economy as both consumers and producers, world markets would thrive and the gap between rich and poor would stop increasing.  

From the perspective of the individual, there would be increased health, creativity, happiness and inner balance, brought about by the increased ability to focus on these aspects of life. (Chapter Four which deals with Impact of the Plan) And as individuals became happier, more balanced and more aware of what constitutes true well-being, problems relating to the environment, to human rights and the myriad other global problems which plague our world today would gradually disappear.

In this way a new supplementary economy, administered, say,  by the U.N.  would be created which would serve the regeneration of both the world economy and the environment, as well as the development of each individual human being.  This would aptly be referred to as a SUPPLEMENTARY ECONOMY FOR ALL PEOPLE.

The Supplementary Economy Will Have A Healthy Effect On The Existing World Economy.  

Both the existing economy and this supplementary economy, created by the World Marshall Plan, have something to offer the other.  Three interconnecting economic circuits will be formed:  

--the existing economies based on power and money; 

--the supplementary model as a separate system; and 

--the leisure circuit of the future in which people will exchange pleasure and caring in a purely creative atmosphere.  

The U.N. Supplementary Economy does not threaten existing economies.  It can only come into being because existing economic systems (with as many improvements as possible)  remain in place everywhere and because everyone maintains their existing source of income.  

Every human being, every country, every provider of goods and services experiences a boost in his or her standard of living and is protected from domination by anyone else because all decisions are made by consent.  

Nothing can be produced additionally within the U.N. Supplementary Economy without agreement between producer and consumer, and the U.N. development workers,  as we shall see later.

Businesses can gradually redirect their research and development away from polluting and otherwise destructive goods and services and the economy can be converted and modified, safely, without bankruptcies and unemployment.

SAFEGUARDING THE PLAN

This supplementary economy is transparent from every angle:

1. Universal participation in decision making, regardingm goods and Servicess

-- All people must consent to all goods and services available through the Plan (as we shall see in Chapter Three);

-- Goods and services that have been selected are listed with their prices for everyone to see;

Safeguards:

-- Attendance of discussions and voting on goods and services can be checked through the computer system, for all to see, so no one can say they voted against something when in fact they had not even attended the meeting.

-- There are two development workers assigned to every region: one from the region itself; one from outside.  These attend small group meetings and also have private consultations with every person in their region and so can easily spot coercion or dishonesty.  Where locals can be coerced, development workers from the international arena, have stronger ties to the integrity of the system than to local potentates.

-- Certain professionals are employed to monitor the computer system and to watch for unaccountable purchasing patters that could be due to coercion.

-- Since the same rules apply to people worldwide and a computer language is used that is open to all to learn, anyone who wishes to monitor any area, is able to do so.  

-- Investigation of such offences involves the international arena, and thus discourages local coercion.

-- Penalty for any form of abuse of the system can be temporary or even permanent exclusion from the system both as user and as provider. Substantial sums, especially for providers can be at stake right from the beginning.  As individual supplementary income increases to $3500 (after 15-25 years), extremely large sums are at stake and exclusion would carry a great deal of weight.

-- As technology improves and computers become more accessible to all people, abuse can be spotted and reported more easily.

2.  Each person decides privately, in consultation with the two development workers which goods and services to order.

-- Decisions can be, but do not have to be,  discussed in the small group meetings, with friends, family and whomever one wishes to draw in; and in private consolation with the two development workers.

Safeguards to the system are built in at each of these levels. Since everyone has participated in making the rules, all can immediately spot abuse. 

-- If anyone in a local area spots coercion, a report can be made either directly to the outside or via one of the development workers,  and investigation from outside can be called in.

-- Outside monitoring of the system by officials and anyone who cares to monitor in a private capacity can show up coercion. Here the same penalties exist, as above.

3. Each person receives the goods and services they have ordered only after identification.  

Safeguards: Initially, this might be an international passport. Later, as we shall see, a palm print on a computer screen will be irrefutable.

4.  Orders are placed using widely known computer language.  This could be an expansion of the UN/EDIFACT system used currently in business.  

Safeguards: Development workers, outside professional monitors and whoever happens to want to check are a safeguard, particularly combined with the harsh penalty of exclusion for the Marshall Plan.

5.  Computer fraud is unprofitable, in that no money exists: both what a particular person has ordered is known by many in the community, by the development workers and unusually high balances of providers are automatically monitored from outside. Fraud can at most remain undetected between the order and the provision of goods and services and then expulsion would ensue, thus defeating the purpose of fraud.

6.  Inflation and deflation: Since there is an exact correlation between goods and services and markets, the currency remains absolutely hard. Relatively minor changes may occur in cases where the U.N. Dollars are exchanged for local currency.

7. When electricity fails, back-up files are kept on battery operated system goes into action.
